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If you are considering Homeshare for yourself or your loved one, you might be wondering why we charge a fee for this service.
The Householder and Homesharer both pay a monthly fee to the Homeshare programme starting from the date they sign the Homeshare Agreement.  
These monthly fees go towards the costs of setting up and managing the programme and providing ongoing monitoring and support to both parties throughout the duration of the agreement. Importantly, there is no exchange of money between the Householder and the Sharer, except an agreed reimbursement of shopping and in some cases a contribution to household bills and utilities. The Homesharer typically offers 10 hours a week of their time in lieu of paid rent. 
The Homesharer may also be asked to pay an initial admin fee to cover processing their application and conducting safeguarding checks such as DBS checks, as part of the recruitment process. 
Each Homeshare match is different, but the monthly fees would typically cover:
Recruitment of potential Householders and Homesharers, and ensuring both participants are carefully matched to best meet both sets of requirements. 
The detailed process of vetting, screening and selecting trusted Householders and Homesharers
Enhanced DBS (Disclosure and Barring Service) and references checking to ensure the safety of matches.
Checking the accommodation for suitability and safety. 
Facilitating and managing the meeting of prospective Householders and Homesharers
Facilitating the Homeshare trial 
Preparing the tailored Homeshare Agreement
Responsive Homeshare support for your peace of mind throughout the life of your Homeshare Agreement 
Supporting the sustainability of Homeshare, so that it will be available to you and others, for years to come.
For Householders
